We went, in under three weeks, from a sports-for-development
organization to one primarily fighting the Corona virus and supporting communities and individuals affected
by it. We forged many partnerships and raised and spent well-over $3 million dollars. Furthermore, we
could not stand idle in the face of the August 4th Beirut explosion and jumped right in to provide support
to its many victims.

The entire PACES team rose to the challenge and re-invented and reshaped the organization at break-
neck speed, and in doing so, touched the lives of over 108,000 in Palestine, Jordan and Lebanon.

In the summer of 2021 we will resume our sports programs, slowly but surely, and will grow them as
the situation on the ground allows. Our girls and boys will go back to dribbling and kicking footballs and
bouncing and shooting basketballs. Our coaches will return to being leaders and role models. By the
beginning of 2022 we hope, and expect, to be in full swing and planning for next year’s Norway Cup.

As we resume our full and almost exclusive focus on sports, we will not turn our backs on those who might
still need help recovering from the two devastating calamities of 2020. To that end, we will form a new
organization that will take over most of the Corona Virus and the Beirut Explosion related partnerships,
and one that will fund non-sports initiatives.

Although almost two years have passed, we will soon resume knocking on the doors of top-flight European
teams in order to pick up where we left in the hope of providing opportunities for our exceptional and
gifted girls and boys.

And as always, we extend to our friends and supporters profound gratitude for their collective generosity
without which we would have been to impact so many people.

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ABOUT
PACES

Palestine Association for Children’s Encouragement of Sports (PACES), is a UK based charity established
in 2006, with the aim of providing healthy, structured after-school sports programs for Palestinian girls
and boys ages 8-16 years living in refugee camps and most marginalized areas in Palestine, Jordan, and
Lebanon.

Through its core sports for development program, PACES provides children with multiple educational
benefits to help them thrive in their own communities. From March to November each year, children
are granted an escape from being idle on the streets; an escape that is fun, healthy, and encourages
participation and inclusion.

To attain a wider impact, PACES builds local capacity by training and hiring leaders in the local communities
as coaches to deliver the sports programs. Coaches receive training in multiple areas, and acquire a set
of skills necessary to enhance their employability in the job market. PACES also partners with local clubs
and sports centres located in marginalized areas, which facilitate outreach and delivery of the program.

Since establishment, PACES has served over 30,000 children, 2,000 young female and male coaches,
and over 100 local sports clubs. All PACES programs promote gender equality, and have successfully
reached and maintained a 50% female participation rate.

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2020 EMERGENCY
RESPONSE

The events of 2020 forced many sectors and industries around the world to slow down and adapt their
work. The development sector was no exception; having served marginalized communities in Palestine,
Jordan, and Lebanon since 2006, PACES was one of the first organizations to shift its focus and programs
early on in the year, and thus concentrate on emergency relief efforts, and directly address the effects of
the crisis Palestinian refugees and vulnerable communities were facing.

With a responsibility to protect the organization’s stakeholders and beneficiaries, while continuing with the
essential support to communities, PACES suspended its sports program and activities targeting children
and youth. In February 2020 the PACES COVID-19 Initiative was launched in response to the global
coronavirus pandemic. Furthermore, in August 2020, the Beirut Response Initiative was launched,
in response to the devastating explosion in Beirut. The relief programs created partnerships with local
and international organizations, civil society organizations, and other local initiatives. These partnerships,
realised by way of organised grants, were built upon mutual values, visions and goals, to improve the
livelihoods of effected communities.

In 2020, PACES successfully directly impacted over 108,000 individuals through its various projects,
50% of them were females.

The spread of the pandemic in 2020, resulted in an economic and social crisis around the world, increasing
the suffering of vulnerable societies and refugees. Families living in marginalized communities and refugee
camps have progressively faced limited access to food and health-services, and were deprived of basic
necessities; their physical health, safety, and wellbeing became greatly compromised.

In February 2020, PACES launched its PACES COVID-19 Initiative, to continue supporting its program
beneficiaries and vulnerable communities in Palestine, Jordan, and Lebanon, offering emergency
assistance to communities impacted by the pandemic. The initiative included different interventions and
focused on:

e Food security and livelihoods

e Healthcare

e [ncome support

PACES’ beneficiaries and greater communities were targeted by the initiative, giving priority to families and
individuals suffering from unemployment, poor housing conditions, and shortage of proper infrastructure,
as well as families cared for and led by women. All work was conducted in partnership with local
and international organizations to facilitate the outreach and support.
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FOOD SECURITY AND LIVELIHOODS

e FOOD PARCELS DISTRIBUTION

Through multiple partnerships, PACES was able to support 9,239 families made vulnerable by food
insecurity living in Palestinian refugee camps and marginalized areas. This was achieved by distributing
food parcels and hygiene kits containing sufficient amounts to meet one month-long needs of a family of
5 members. Among the families who received support 15% were PACES children and coaches’ families,
while 24% of them are women-led families. The total number of beneficiaries exceeded 44,000 individuals,
52% of them were females.

Furthermore, PACES was able to support almost 2,000 individuals living in nursing homes, shelters and
care homes.
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A total of 14 partnerships were established, and 26 cities reached in Palestine, Jordan, and Lebanon.

SPOTLIGHT:
PERSONAL FUNDRAISING

In August 2020, long-term friend and PACES supporter, Rami Adwan, launched an online fundraising
campaign titled "Support Palestinian Families in Lebanon"; to contribute to the PACES COVID-19
Initiative and support families made vulnerable by food insecurity living in Palestinian refugee camps in
Lebanon.

Thanks to the generosity of many, over 2,150 families received food parcels containing sufficient amount
of food to meet their month-long needs.
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e PACES KITCHEN

Inspired by the role of community kitchens in response to the COVID-19 crisis, and in collaboration with
chefs from around the world, PACES facilitated needed support to provide 3,296 meals during Ramadan
to nurses, doctors, patients and their companions at the Augusta Victoria Hospital in Jerusalem, which
provides specialty care for Palestinians, mostly on a charitable basis. Six chefs donated their recipes from
around the world. The contributors to this initiative were Chef Joudie Kalla, author of Palestine on a Plate
from the UK, Chef Fadi Kattan founder of Fawda Restaurant in Palestine, Chef Ryan Graham and Nasser
Jaber co-founders of the Migrant Kitchen in the USA, Chef Blanche Araj Shaheen of Blanche’s Feast in
the Middle East from the USA, and Chef Mustafa and Chef Fadi from ATICO Fakhreldin Group in Jordan.

“With the PACES Kitchen Project, we've teamed with world-renowned Palestinian and
non-Palestinian chefs who have donated their recipes and time and are working on a
pro-bono basis to help plan the menu for the food distribution initiative.”
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HEALTHCARE

e PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT DISTRIBUTION

PACES partnered with Medical Aid for Palestinians (MAP), an organization committed to providing
urgent medical aid to Palestinians, while also developing local capacity and skills to ensure the long-
term development of the Palestinian healthcare system. The partnership worked towards providing an
advanced preventative response to the outbreak of COVID-19 in Palestine and Lebanon. The support
included the distribution of Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) kits in 6 Palestinian hospitals in Palestine
and Lebanon to support infection prevention and control, benefiting over 56,500 healthcare workers and
patients.

We here at the hospital, have been responding to the COVID-19 outbreak as have all
of the East Jerusalem hospitals. This pandemic has affected us all and we are now
facing the second spike which is proving to be more challenging. More challenging

in the fact that we have to continue offering services because we already care

for patients with chronic diseases. This meant the importance of having personal
protective equipment, and we’d like to thank MAP and PACES for supporting us with
PPE so that we were able to offer our services with utmost protection for our staff,
ensuring their safety as we impose standard precaution throughout the hospital.”
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e SURGICAL TREATMENT

PACES partnered with Atfaluna in Jordan, an organization
committed to providing treatment and medical care to children
in need. Through the partnership, PACES gave Atfaluna a grant
to cover the cost of surgeries for more than 5 children suffering
from scoliosis. The children from Amman, Jerash Refugee Camp,
and Zaatari Refugee Camp were diagnosed with severe spinal
deformity which causes major limitations to their daily activities, and
the surgeries guarantee to improve their quality of life immensely.

INCOME SUPPORT

With PACES sports programs cancelled for 2020, many of the coaches and assistant coaches were
negatively affected without the financial compensation they were receiving from delivering sports
training sessions to PACES children throughout the year. To mitigate the immediate negative economic
consequence, PACES provided financial support to 215 to male and female coaches and assistants in
need.
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SPOTLIGHT:
LONDON PALESTINE FILM FESTIVAL:
STREAMING FOR PACES

As part of their charity efforts, London Palestine Film Festival and friends came together in support of
PACES’ COVID-19 emergency response. Different films were screened every week from 12 June — 5
August 2020, and 100% of all funds raised were matched and donated towards the initiative.
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On August 4th 2020, a massive explosion went off in the port of Beirut, leaving the city shattered and
devastated. Already grappling with the throws of economic and political turmail, as well as the global
health crisis, the people of Beirut suffered additional unrest brought on by the blast that took hundreds of
lives, and destroyed countless homes, properties and businesses.

The Beirut Response Initiative was set up the same month, to support the victims of the catastrophic
blast. The initiative also targeted partnerships with local organizations and initiatives focused on:

¢ Rehabilitation and restoration
® Healthcare

e Food insecurity

e Education

e \Women'’s economic security

Four initial partnerships were established in 2020 with:

e Nusaned: a humanitarian, community-based and volunteer organization with a mission to support
under-served Lebanese communities through food security and building shelters.

Scope of partnership: rehabilitation of 100 residential and commercial units.

e Sanad Hospice Lebanon: a non-profit organization that provides home hospice care to advanced
stage chronically and terminally ill patients and their families.

Scope of partnership: covering monthly salaries of 4 consultants over 4 months to offer palliative
care to 191 patients.

e Matbakh El Kell: Souk El Tayeb’s community kitchen, which was created as an emergency kitchen a
day after the explosion to provide warm meals to first-aid dispatchers, hospital workers, volunteers and
families in need by employing local women cooks from vulnerable communities. Since then, the Kitchen
has set up more permanent location to continue to deliver warm meals, not just in moments of immediate
disaster but as a long-term support project.

Scope of partnership: covering monthly salaries of 20 women cooks for 12 months.

e Bassma: a non-profit association for social development, with an aim to change the very unstable
socioeconomic situation of the most deprived in Lebanon.

Scope of partnership: providing 400 families with food supplies for a period of 6 months, and
providing hearing aid equipment for 10 individuals whose hearing was gravely affected by the
blast.

PACES will continue to reach out to communities affected by the blast, and new partnerships will continue
to be formed throughout 2021.

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COMMUNITY
SUPPORT

Towards the end of 2020, PACES provided financial support to Palestine Writes Literature Festival, a cultural
festival which took place virtually from December 2-6 2020. The festival brought together writers, artists,
publishers, booksellers, and scholars to hold conversations about art, literature, and the intersections
between culture, struggle, and politics. The sponsorship budget went to supporting their programs which
included workshops, cooking demonstrations, music, children's programming, networking, and more on

B PAESTINE WRITES

As part of the PACES scholarship program, Hala Sarawi, a PACES graduate received an academic
scholarship for a bachelor’s degree in physical education at the Najah National University in Nablus. Hala
was a dedicated player at PACES for 6 years and played for the Ittihad Football Club, an established club
which participates in the West Bank Premier League. Throughout her time at PACES, Hala participated
in the Norway Cup for three consecutive years and at the PACES regional tournament in 2019. After
graduating the program, Hala continued with PACES as a volunteer, training the 12-year-old girls’ team.
The PACES scholarship program has so far supported 7 bright students, making Hala the newest
beneficiary.

PACES partnered with Tobacco Free Jordan, a non-profit organization that aims to raise awareness to
about the perils of smoking. PACES provided needed support to produce an animated educational video
targeting children between 4-8 years, that sheds light on the harms of smoking and promotes healthy
habits. The video will be used as a resource in their awareness campaigns and lectures.

In an effort to create professional opportunities for talented children enrolled in PACES’ program, in 2019
PACES acquired part of the Amman Football Club (AFC), which manages a highly-rated football training
academy in Amman, Jordan. The program launched in 2020, where 9 boys and girls received specialized
training to further develop their skills despite all the obstacles that the pandemic imposed. This program
has been renewed in 2021, with an additional 7 children, bringing the total to 16; 9 boys and 7 girls.

With the aim of developing PACES’ technical staff and coaches’ capacities, a training course was held in
partnerships with City Football Schools, to provide new and creative football coaching programs utilising
the coaching philosophy and methodology of Manchester City. The 3-day training course was held in
Amman from January 3-5 2020, for 14 members of the PACES team and coaches from Palestine, Jordan,
and Lebanon.

The course included theoretical and practical classes conducted by highly professional lecturers from City
Football Group who interacted directly with both the technical and administrative staff.
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ORGANIZATIONAL
DEVELOPMENT

As part of PACES’ commitment to continue developing its program, ensuring best measurement of results,
and alignment with the program core objectives, PACES took the opportunity to grow its Monitoring &
Evaluation unit in 2020 by adding two components: Research and Learning. The Monitoring & Evaluation,
Research and Learning unit is directly responsible for assessing the progress of PACES programs and
projects, evaluating their effectiveness, producing programmatic reporting, in addition to overseeing
research and data assessments and validation. All outcomes and resources will facilitate improvements in
existing PACES programs and better understanding for building future ones.

Some of the unit’s achievements in 2020 include:

NEEDS ASSESSMENT

A needs assessment was conducted to identify and determine how PACES can bridge the gap between
the current and desired conditions, addressed by its program, in order to meet the organization’s mission
and objectives.

PACES recognizes its responsibility as an organization to understand the needs of vulnerable communities
in Palestine, Jordan, and Lebanon. And by outlining both the results of the assessment and priorities set
by PACES, a more specific plan can be formulated for the coming few years highlighting areas that need
to be prioritized or improved.

Furthermore, the assessment will contribute to enriching the knowledge of PACES stakeholders and
other organizations in the sector, as it touches on the state of economic, social, educational, cultural, and
recreational conditions among others.
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Sports and sport-based activities have proven to be powerful solutions to many challenges communities
face, and thus programs and organizations which focus on such activities have contributed significantly
to the development sector. PACES, being a main contributor in the sports for development sector in the
Middle East, continuously develops its program curricula to integrate essential components to help its
beneficiaries develop their capacities or gain new competences.

One of the essential components redefined in 2020 was the PACES Life Skills Manual. The updated
manual was formulated to include key values which are integral to children’s development including but
not limited to: commitment, self-control, enthusiasm, respect, sympathy, cooperation, trust, creativity,
initiative and responsibility. The manual will support PACES coaches and assistant coaches enrolled in
the program, in their journey towards educating and training children on these skills during sports training
sessions. These values are then tested on the playing field, while children are engaged in other sports
and non-sports activities; with an ultimate goal of practicing these values at their homes, schools and
communities.

-
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PACES continuously aims to promote community wellbeing and quality of life; therefore, it takes proactive
initiatives to determine the needs of different sects within the community. PACES initiated an assessment
of the needs and challenges faced by deaf or hard of hearing children and adults in Palestine.

The study willimmensely aid in determining the extent of intervention and how to provide complementary

assistance to those in need within the context of promoting health and capacity in an inclusive
environment. The new program is scheduled to launch in 2021.
