PACES

Palestine Association for Children’s Encouragement of Sports (PACES), is a UK based charity established
in 2006, with the aim of providing healthy, structured after-school sports programs for Palestinian girls and
boys ages 8-16 years living in refugee camps and most marginalized and vulnerable areas in Palestine,
Jordan, and Lebanon.

Through its core Sports for Development program, PACES provides children with multiple educational
benefits to help them thrive in their own communities. From March to November each year, children
are granted an escape from being idle on the streets; an escape that is fun, healthy, and encourages
participation and inclusion.

To attain a wider impact, PACES builds local capacity by training and hiring leaders in the local communities
as coaches to deliver the sports program. Coaches receive training in multiple areas, and acquire a set
of skills necessary to enhance their employability in the job market. PACES also partners with local clubs
and sports centers situated in marginalized areas, which facilitate outreach and delivery of the program.

Since establishment, PACES has served over 30,000 children, 2,000 young female and male coaches,

and over 100 local sports clubs. PACES programs promote gender equality, and have successfully
reached and maintained a 50% female participation rate.

PACES program has been evaluated and enhanced over the years, to ensure maximum benefit to
beneficiaries, best utilization of resources, sustainability and continuity.

The size of the operation and deployment of resources varies in each country depending on the number
beneficiaries; nonetheless, PACES program is executed simultaneously every year and all beneficiaries
receive equal opportunities. The relationship between PACES and beneficiaries is cultivated through the
program to ensure their re-engagement in the program every cycle.

e Children are re-enrolled in the program every year, and graduate when they reach 16 years of age

e Children graduates are eligible to join the program as assistant coaches and volunteers

e Assistant coaches are promoted to coaches once they acquire required qualifications

HIGHLIGHTS

In early 2021, despite the continued uncertainty caused by the global pandemic and political instability in
the region, PACES resumed its Sports for Development program in Palestine, Jordan, and Lebanon. A
number of extra-curricular activities and capacity building activities were first introduced to re-engage with

all beneficiaries, and later on in June, the sports training sessions fully resumed in Palestine and Jordan.

I PACES SPORTS FOR DEVELOPMENT

PACES resumed its Sports for Development program in Palestine, Jordan, and Lebanon in June 2021,
targeting more than 4,000 boys and girls, 399 coaches and assistant coaches, and 85 local partners.
After being on hold for over a year, the program focused on improving children’s physical strength and
technical skills and enhancing various life skills to help them adjust after a very challenging year. To
achieve that, multiple trainings and workshops were given to coaches and local partners before the start
of the program. These trainings included “Life after COVID” and “Life Skills Through Sports” which were
developed by PACES’ Learning Unit. The trainings focused on ways and tools to help children adapt to
the new environment, maintain a healthy lifestyle, follow health protocols, and at the same time tend to
children’s mental health. In additon, they provided support on how to incorporate life skills and values in
children’s activities such as commitment, self-control, enthusiasm, respect and empathy, cooperation,
trust, creativity, initiative and responsibility through sport

Similar to every year, children between 8-16 years of age living in marginalized areas and refugee camps
were invited to join the weekly after-school sports sessions in football and basketball, and other sports and
non-sports activities free of charge. Children were provided with uniforms, and all local sports clubs and
centers were provided with tools and equipment needed for the activities. Through the sessions, children
learned key life skills designed to help them interact and manage their lives independently, confidently, and
effectively, and assist them in improving their socio-emotional skills.

Throughout the program cycle, coaches and assistant coaches also acquired technical and life skills from
the different trainings and workshops offered by PACES, which are considered essential to improve their
employability. Coaches and their assistants also received monthly compensation for delivering the sports
sessions. All benefits combined resulted in improved well-being and enhanced socio-economic levels.
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The program also benefited PACES local partners which include sports clubs and centres in different
areas in each country. The role they were assigned to help deliver the program, increased their ability to
serve the community and better implement the program.

The following table outlines collective results accomplished in 2021 in Palestine, Jordan, and Lebanon.

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SPOTLIGHT:
LOCAL PARTNERS CAPACITY BUILDING

With the aim of supporting and empowering PACES' local partners in Palestine, Jordan and Lebanon,
and developing their capacities and skills, PACES provided training workshops on financial and project
management. A total of 31 local partners from local clubs and community organizations who contributed
to the success of PACES’ program since its launch participated in these workshops; 16 in Palestine,
10 in Jordan, and 5 in Lebanon.

SPOTLIGHT:
COACH DALIA NASER’S SUCCESS

The PACES model is designed to ensure that participants are continuously re-engaged with the program
at the end of each cycle, graduates are often invited to join the program as assistant coaches, and after
acquiring certain qualifications, can be promoted to head coaches.

This is the case for coach Dalia Nasr who started her journey with PACES at the age of 13 in Gaza and
continued in her journey with PACES until she reached head coach. We are proud to report that Dalia
signed a professional contract with the Saudi Flaij Women's Basketball Club. Dalia is considered the
first professional Palestinian player in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and has been registered with the
International Basketball Federation (FIBA).

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Considering their many benefits, PACES introduced multiple extra-curricular activities to support its core
Sports for Development program in Palestine, Jordan and Lebanon. Children were offered activities in
the fields of culture, arts, music, language, leadership, gardening, technology, entrepreneurship and
community work.

Through these activities, children were given access to a variety of creative, educational, and cultural
outlets where they could discover their interests and talents as well as gain additional essential life skills.
These programs also encourage children to go to school and stay away from the streets and build
friendships in a healthy manner.

A total of 1,375 children participated in 51 extra-curricular activities as displayed in the following diagram.

In August 2021, 65 children between the age
of 12-14 from Jerash Refugee Camp and
Zarga participated in a month-long caricaturing
and creative thinking workshop with artist and
cartoonist Omar Al Abdallat. The workshop
included practical exercises and narrations of
motivational stories for athletes and creative
thinkers. It also introduced a group of books on
creativity, innovation and self-development. All
the while teaching children how to express their
thought and opinions through drawing.

Some of the most notable activities implemented include:

e ARTS AND CULTURE - PALESTINE

PACES launched a 5-month arts and culture program in 2021 in partnership with Khalil Sakakini
Cultural Center. The program targeted 60 children between the age of 8-16 years from Bani Zeid area
and Jalazone Refugee Camp in Ramallah, who were engaged in multiple activities including exploratory
excursions and workshops with the participation of 15 different local artists. The program aimed to
increase awareness about the community’s role in protecting cultural heritage, by presenting different
cultural and artistic creations, sharing historical facts of different sites, and highlighting issues facing
communities. The program also presented a safe space for children to think creatively and express
themselves, and helped them find a connection between art and their surroundings.

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SPOTLIGHT:
THE CULTURAL PRODUCTIONS PROJECT

With the aim of providing children the opportunity to be closely acquainted with the Palestinian cultural
scene and to enrich their experience in the cultural field, 40 children from PACES in Palestine participated
in a specialized program organized by the A.M. Qattan Foundation and PACES. Through the project,
the children were introduced to various fields of music, cinema, visual arts, animation, and science. The
project also enabled the children to engage in dialogues with professional artists working in the five different
fields, as well as the opportunity to participate in making their own artistic productions and exploring their
interests.

e ENTREPRENEURSHIP TRAINING - LEBANON

In partnership with Injaz Lebanon, 56 PACES children from Saadnayel in Bekaa and Beddawi Camp in Tripoli
took part in “It's My Business” entrepreneurship program. The program introduced children to the concept
of critical thinking and essential entrepreneurial skills, and guided them on how to turn ideas into sustainable
businesses and have a positive social impact using a designed human-centered approach.

e INTERNATIONAL DAY OF THE GIRL CHILD CELEBRATION

Children’s recreational activities can be considered channels through which children are presented with
opportunities of creation and empowerment. On the occasion of the International Day of the Girl Child,
PACES and UN Women in Palestine organized a “Fun & Sports Day” event in Ramallah, Palestine to
raise awareness on the importance of promoting gender equality in every aspect of life. The event, which
brought together more than 100 girls and boys from PACES, aimed to shed light on their aspirations
and dreams, their right to access equal opportunities in the future world of work, the challenges they
might face, and the supportive environment they would like to see in the future. The program was
also designed to promote the concept of life skills among children during purposeful, recreational, and
educational activities. During the event, PACES children from all over the West Bank formed teams and
enjoyed friendly matches and games. The children also participated in various recreational activities
including face painting, dancing, and photography.
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e WE LOVE LIFE

A group of PACES children in Gaza participated in the “We Love Life” event that was organized by
Al Qattan Child Center - Gaza. The event included a variety of storytelling, drawing, competitions,
drama and technological activities and took place after the 2021 assault on Gaza to give the children a
sense of safety and normalcy.

SCHOLARSHIPS & TUITION SUPPORT

As part of PACES’ commitment to the futures of its beneficiaries and other members of the community,
scholarships and tuition support are awarded to bright and talented PACES graduates, in addition to
high-achieving individuals seeking support to complete their education. In 2021, PACES awarded three
beneficiaries to continue their university education in various fields of study bringing the total number of
beneficiaries to 10 over the years.

“Being able to pursue a PhD in these times of uncertainty adds a victory to my educational
and career journey, specially having struggled with hearing loss throughout my life.

As a Palestinian, we also do not receive enough opportunities to show our abilities

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I TALENT DEVELOPMENT

Every year, PACES children who display high technical and interpersonal skills are scouted to join national
teams in their countries. In 2021, 26 girls and 30 boys from PACES Palestine and Jordan proudly
represented their countries in different tournaments. The majority of the children start their football journey
with PACES at a young age, and the consistency as well as the continuity of the sports program helps
them meet the requirements needed to join national teams, upon reaching the required age. Additionally,
children benefit from participating in local and international tournaments and specialized training sessions
included in the PACES program, which enriches their experience and enables them to reach their full
potential.

Furthermore, in an effort to create professional opportunities for talented children enrolled in the PACES
program, a business partnership was established between PACES and Amman Football Club (Amman
FC) in 2019 which manages a high-performance football training academy in Amman, Jordan. In 2021
16 boys and girls were enrolled at AFC and have been receiving specialized training sessions at AFC all
year round to further develop their skills, get the chance to reach their full potential, and participate in
international championships.

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SPOTLIGHT:
GAZA SUNBIRDS

As part of PACES’ dedication to community empowerment through sports, PACES extended support
towards the Gaza Sunbirds, an inspirational group of paracyclists from Gaza, overcoming physical, political
and social barriers in training for the Paralympics. The group is led by Alaa Al-Dali, who qualified for the
Asian Cup for cycling in 2018, only to get shot in the leg in the March to Return protest. As a result, Alaa
lost his leg and now, his biggest dream is to create a paracycling team out of the ashes and aim for the
Paralympic Games. PACES’ support will go towards funding for training, equipment and outreach.
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IMPACT
PARTNERS

Over the years, PACES established collaborative relationships with organizations who share the same
goals and work towards serving local communities.

e DEUTSCHE BANK
Since 2013, Deutsche Bank’s Middle East Foundation has been supporting PACES’ programs in
Palestine, Jordan and Lebanon. The support goes mainly towards the Sports for Development program,
to enhance children and coaches' life skills and capacities. In 2021, the support benefited 300 children
and 30 coaches and assistant coaches in Palestine and Jordan enrolled in the program.

e ALTURKI HOLDING COMPANY
For the 8th year, PACES continued its partnership with Alturki Holding Company in support of the
Sports for Development Program as part of the company’s ongoing commitment to active social
investment. In 2021, Alturki Holding Company’s generous contribution benefited a total of 200 children
and 20 coaches and assistant coaches enrolled in the program.

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SPOTLIGHT:
ROUNDTABLE EVENT

In an effort to shed light on the importance of sports in the field of development, PACES hosted its first
roundtable event in Jordan in 2021, in which a number of sports organizations, local and international
NGOs, government officials, federations, and private sector supporters participated. A variety of subjects
were discussed with a focus on the role of sports in our communities as well as our roles as organizations
in promoting and further developing and evolving the ecosystem. PACES will continue to support this
collaborative culture in 2022 between participating organizations, to promote open communication, best
practices, and knowledge sharing.
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MONITORING
AND EVALUATION

Continuous monitoring and evaluation activities are necessary to assess the progress and achievements
of PACES’s program, and alignment with the program core objectives. Some of the most significant
results during the 2021 program cycle include:

e TECHNICAL SKILLS
PACES coaches were able to observe positive change with regards to the children’s technical
skills, where 95% of coaches confirmed an improvement in children’s fithess level and physical well-
being from the sports training sessions.

e LIFE SKILLS
A significant improvement was also noticed with regards to children’s life skills, 98% of the coaches
confirmed that children’s self-confidence has improved. Children also displayed improved signs of
commitment, discipline, and willingness to work as a team, as verified by 95% of the coaches.

e YOUTH DEVELOPMENT
The program also contributed to the development of PACES coaches’ skills; 92% of the coaches
stated their ability to better plan their future and achieve their goals, and 92% confirmed that their social
status has improved.

e COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
85% of the coaches noticed an increase in the ability of local clubs and centers in serving local
communities as a result of their partnership with PACES, by providing sustainable activities to girls and
boys equally.

e CONTINUITY
Coaches stressed on the importance of the continuity of PACES program, where 92% confirmed that
stopping the program will deprive children from playing and practicing sports in a safe environment. In
addition, 96% confirmed their belief that the program benefits the entire community.

SPOTLIGHT:
COMMUNITY SUPPORT

As a continuation of the emergency response initiatives launched in 2020 in response to the COVID-19
crisis and the Beirut Port explosion, PACES continued its community support in 2021 to conclude all
projects. The projects targeted over 15,550 direct beneficiaries from all segments of society communities
in Palestine, Jordan and Lebanon, and was carried out in partnership with local and international
organizations and associations.
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Following is an overview of the projects:

e HEALTHCARE

Jordan: Atfaluna

PACES continued its partnership with Atfaluna in Jordan in 2021, an
organization committed to providing treatment and medical care to children
in need, where a grant was given to cover the cost of surgeries of 6
additional children bringing the total number of beneficiaries to 11 over the
two years. The boys and girls who benefited from the partnership suffered
from Scoliosis and other life threating medical conditions, who lack the
necessary resources for treatment, and required immediate intervention to
improve their quality of life.

The “PACES Charity Cancer Support Fund” was established in 2021 in
partnership with the American University of Beirut to provide support for
chemotherapy treatment sessions for patients in need at the AUB Medical

e EDUCATION

Lebanon: American University of Beirut

In partnership with the university, the “PACES Scholarship Fund” was also established to provide
support for university tuition for 19 bright and dedicated students who are struggling to continue their
education in light of the economic crisis in Lebanon.




Lebanon: My School Pulse

PACES launched a partnership with My
School Pulse, a non-profit organization
that brings school to hospitals in Lebanon
for children between the age of 5 and 18,
undergoing treatment for a life-threatening
ilness, and cannot attend regular school.
The partnership provided educational and
psychosocial support for 81 children over
2,950 hours for the duration of 11 months. \\\

e SMALL BUSINESS SUPPORT

Palestine: Taawon Welfare Association

PACES established a partnership with Taawon to support development and relief programs to 7 non-
profit and community organizations in addition to 23 SMEs in the Gaza Strip to overcome the damage
they suffered during the 2021 assault on Gaza. In addition to financial support, the partnership included
capacity building programs for administrative staff in these organizations and companies.

Palestine: The Palestinian Development
Women Studies Association (PDWSA)

PACES launched a partnership with PDWSA to
support the implementation of their “Economic
Empowerment Through Small Projects” program,
which aims to achieve economic empowerment
and promote sustainable livelihoods for Palestinian
women aged 20-35 from marginalized areas in
Gaza. The program supported 5 women led small
businesses in different fields.

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Palestine: Om Sleiman Farm

PACES extended support to Om Sleiman
Farm, a community supported agriculture
farm that mobilizes community resources
to support farmers on the ground in Bil'in,
Palestine. PACES contributed to realizing
the farm’s long-term vision of social,
economic and environmental sustainability
by means of sizing up the farm’s operations
and acquiring sustainable solutions for
harvesting, storage and diversification of
the farm’s ecosystem.

Jordan: Microfund for Women

In Jordan, PACES partnered with Microfund for Women to support 25 women owned entrepreneurial
projects whose businesses were severely impacted by the pandemic.
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* FOOD SECURITY AND LIVELIHOODS

Palestine: Inash AlUsra Association

PACES renewed its partnership with Inash AlUsra in 2021 to support 339 families made vulnerable by
food insecurity living in Palestinian refugee camps and marginalized areas. The project targeted vulnerable
families living in different neighborhoods in Nablus like the Old City, Ras Al-Ein, Jabal AlShamali, Khallet
Al-Amud among others, in addition to villages like Deir Al Hatab. All families received food parcels and
hygiene kits containing sufficient amounts to meet one month-long needs of a family of 5 members.
Jordan: Tkiyyet Um Ali

During the month of Ramadan, PACES renewed its partnership with Tkiyet Um Ali to distribute daily hot
iftar meals to health workers and front liners at the Amman Field Hospital as well as to senior care homes
in Amman and Zarga’. Over 11,900 hot meals were distributed to target beneficiaries.

Jordan: Naua

A continuing partnership with Naua saw to the distribution of over 1,000 health packages and school bags
to PACES beneficiaries across Jordan.

Lebanon: Bassma

Through the partnership with Bassma Association, over 400 needy families affected by the Beirut explosion,
received monthly food and health packages for a period of 6 months.

Lebanon: Najdeh Association

During the month of Ramadan, PACES renewed its partnership with Najdeh Association, to distribute
food parcels for 615 Palestinian refugee families in Nahr El-Bared and Beddawi Camps in Tripoli.
